AIM

To investigate river processes and features on the River Lym.

Objectives

1) To discuss anthropological impacts on the river.

2) To measure physical characteristics of the river at different points along its length.

SESSION PLAN

1) Intro Talk. Include; background to River Lim, human influences, river processes and characteristics, sampling methods, safety. Keep to 45 mins.
2) Walk to river via Liberty Trail. Discuss some anthropological influences on the way (sewage, agricultural run-off, etc.).

3) Sampling. Measure physical characteristics (velocity, depth, width, chemistry) at each of at least 6 sites. Note natural and anthropological influences at each site.

4) Return to centre via Colway Lane.

Follow Up

Possibilities for follow up:

1) Calculating hydraulic radius and discharge.

2) Writing reports.
